It is part
of the foundation of all progress and growth, both as an
individual and as a society. Education, definitely, is the most

powerful weapon which you can use to change the world.

Therefore, excellence in education and fostering the love of
learning is the hallmark of The BSGDs’ Junior College. Sincere efforts are made to promote the holistic development of
students and in encouraging them to participate in both curricular and co-curricular activities.
In this voyage of the discovery of excellence in the field of education, our endeavour of keeping the values of love, peace,
truth and right conduct alive in our thought, word and action continues. This year has been a very eventful one for us. We
have made great efforts to transform ourselves completely into the hybrid mode (online-offline teaching-learning process)
of imparting education to our students. It, indeed, gives me immense pleasure to chronicle the major initiatives and events
of the College during the academic year 2021-22 through this annual report. It recognizes the achievements of the student
society, institutional social responsibility and prominent events in the College during the academic year.

We competently achieved
passing percentages of 99.93% in the Commerce stream and cent percent results in the Arts and Science streams for the
HSC Examination, April 2021. The valedictorians of the HSC Examination were MAKWANA DISHA ASHWIN with 9517% in
the Commerce stream, LOBO KEIRA RUTH RICHARD with 91.33% in the Arts stream and NALAWADE ANUSHKA VISHWAS
with 90.50% in the Science stream. The scholastic performance of our FYJC students at the Annual Examination, April 2021
has also been equally meritorious and brilliant. While AMBARDEKAR SMRITI VINAY with 95.83% in the Commerce stream,
MIRAJKAR DIVYESH VINUKUMAR with 93.83% in the Arts stream and HARIA MILAN HITEN with 94.17% in the Science
stream were our Toppers, we successfully secured 99.64 passing percentage in the Arts stream and cent percent results
in the Commerce and Science streams for the FYJC Annual Examination, April 2021. It gladdens me to congratulate the
toppers, the entire student fraternity and the teaching faculty for their dedicated hard labour in churning out the best results
for the academic year 2020-21.
The Management, Director and I/c Principal at The BSGDs’ firmly uphold that to realize the promise of education to all,
we need to effectively focus on how education technology can improve learning for all. Quite a few webinars and training
programs were conducted to achieve this objective. In addition to this, the installation of a virtual lab for the IT students and
laptops, gifted to all the teachers, helped us to cope up with the online-offline hybrid mode of the teaching-learning process.

Indian Culture and Learning Curve

Education is a life long process by which people learn new ways of actions and thoughts. It encourages change in behaviour
which aims in improving the knowledge and skills, generation after generation. In India, education plays a vital role in
introducing the culture of Indian society to the students.

With the growth of civilization, the need of formal education for the development of an individual as well as the society was
realized and gradually education was institutionalized. A child with its inborn capabilities get influenced by the formal and
informal agencies of education to develop his physical, mental, social and emotional wellbeing. Education helps to develop a
child's sense of maturity, responsibility and critical thinking that helps him to become a good personality, contributing its best
to the society.

Introduction of secular culture in educational institutes makes students learn about the importance of heritage, people and
community. Education is a process by which the society grows through severa agencies like schools, colleges, universities
and other institutions.

Education has not remained stagnant. As the time passed, it has undergone a great change. The growth of education can be
studied through different periods, namely vedic period, Buddhist period and medieval period.

The Vedic System of education was well organized by Gurukuls. It was suited to the needs of the society then. Preparation
for living was the most important aim of education. Varna shows that they wanted man to prepare for the then present
life. Personality development and preservation and promotion of national and cultural heritage were their main aims.
Comprehensive curriculum included astronomy, mathematics, medical science, chemistry and biology in Sanskrit language.



The Guru-Shishya Parampara began with a religious ceremony called 'Upanayan Sanskar'. Education was imparted orally that
included memorization of Dharmashastras. Later, subjects like grammar, logic and metaphysics were also added.

During Mauryan and the post Mauryan period, the growth of urban centers and trades started. The Mercantile community
came to an important position and started providing education. They fostered the knowledge of mining, metallurgy, carpentry,
wearing and dyeing. There were new formulations in building and architecture with the emergence of the city life. Medical
knowledge began to be systemized as Ayurveda.

During the Gupta period, the Jain and Buddhist systems of education took different dimensions. Buddhist monasteries started
enrolling students for ten years. Their learning began with oral method and later shifted to reading of literary texts. The
subjects taught included Vedanta, Philosophy, Puranas, Epics, Grammar, Logic and soon exclusively in Sanskrit langauge.
Gradually, Jainism and Buddhism last their royal patronage and monastries started declining. Prakrit developed as a language
of masses with rise of Buddhism and Pali. It became as one of the earliest variants of it. Dravidians started using languages
like Tamil, Telugu, Kannada and Malyalam in the southern parts of India.

During the century, the British started getting involved in trade and conquesting parts of India. Warren Hastings in 1781 started
Culcutta Madarsa, in 1781. In 1792, Jonathan Duccan started a college to educate native Hindus to assist the Europeans.
Christian missionaries made efforts to introduce Western education by opening elementary schools for Indian children. The
first half of the 19th Century can be called as a period of educational experiments. The then Governor - General of India,
William Bentick adopted English as the official langauge of the State. It was a rule implemented by the British Government
to offer jobs only to those Indian people who were educated and knew English language. In 1857, universities of Bombay,
Madras and Culcutta were established. New educational policy was reformed by Lord Curzon in 1901.

During the Post Independent India, adequate measures were taken to spread education, economic equality and social justice.
In 1966, the report of the Education Commission known as Kothari Commission referred to education as the only instrument
of peaceful social change. The courses closely related to life focused at the all round development of students. National
Education Policy of 1968 reconstructed the aim of education with technologies. Open and Distance Learning System also got
implemented to those learners who discontinued their education due to various reasons like family pressure, lack of finance
and soon. Almost all education institutes present an option to select their language. Indian educational system allows a child
to study in language of his or her own choice. Education is not just memorizing chapter of a book. It is a way of living.

Indian culture has never been rigid and that's why it is surviving with pride in the modern era. It timely imbibes the qualities
of various other cultures and comes out as a contemporary and acceptable tradition. That is what is unique about the Indian
culture it moves on with the time and in today's era, we are heading towards accepting the New Education Policy 2020.

There are certain things about India that are famous worldwide like the way of greeting by saying Namaste, Heritage of India,
Indian attire, Indian jewellery, diversity in religions, performing arts like dance, music, theatre, films, painting, visual art - like
sculptures, festivals and Indian food everything has become local to global.

Mahabharata,
/' the Longest Epic

There is so much to learn from Mahabharata. It was originally written in Sanskrit language. It contains two lines or couplets
totalling more than 1.8 million words. The Hindu saint Vyasa is generally credited for being the first to compile the Mahabharata.

The primary narrative follows the five sons of the deceased King Pandu (the Pandavas) and the 100 sons of blind King
Dhritarashtra (the Kauravas), who opposed each other in war for possession of the ancestral Bharata Kingdom on the bank
of Ganga River in north-central India. The principal figure of the epic is Lord Krishna, who is related to both Pandu and
Dhritarashtra.

Leaders of both the clans engaged in a game of dice, but the game goes in Dhritarashtra’s favor and the Pandu clan loses,
agreeing to spend 13 years in exile. When the period of exile ends and the Pandu clan returns, they find that their rivals are
unwilling to share power. As a result, war breaks out. Both sides commit numerous atrocities and many clan elders are killed,
and finally the Pandavas emerge as the winners.

Bhagavad Gita

Bhagavad Gita documents the conversation between Kirshna and Arjuna as they prepare to go into the Kurukshetra War. It
is now considered as a seminal text as the Quran, the Bible, and other bases of major religions but the Gita is seen as less a
religious than a philosophical text, outlining a way of life.

Theme

The central theme of the Mahabharata is Dharma. Dharma is the destiny and responsibility of an individual. Everyone has a
different dharma, and it is his or her obligation to follow it. Yudhisthira is portrayed as the righteous king who closely follows
his dharma, while Duryodhana is said to live in defiance of his dharma.

There are a number of actions taken impulsively or out of greed, such as Duryodhana’s destruction of an effigy he believes
is Bhima.

Characters who often break their caste are often shown in distress or committing sin, such as when Draupadi disguises
herself as an assistant of queen Sudeshna or Karna decides to live by the dharma of the Kshatriya caste despite being from
a lower class.

In dharma, war is considered as the last resort. Duryodhana, living in adharma, violates this tenet by seeking conflict with the
Pandavas essentially from the very beginning. Arjuna initially wants to throw down his arms when he realizes how many kin he
will be slaughtering, and both Bhishma and Drona desire their deaths at the hands of the Pandavas once they feel that they
can no longer fight in the war honorably.

Deception is an interesting theme in the Mahabharata since there is no decisive ethical judgement on the matter. When
Duryodhana deceives Yudishtra into gambling away his entire kingdom and even Draupadi’s freedom during the dice game,
this is clearly an instance of deception committed in sin. But when Krishna offers Dhritarashtra an iron effigy of Bhima to maul
so that he won’t actually kill Bhima, this deception is carried out so that Dhritarashtra does not impulsively stray from his

dharma.

During the period between 1928-1980, Indian Men’s Field Hockey Team was dominant
in the Olympic competition by winning eleven medals in twelve Olympics. Out of eleven medals eight were of gold and six
of them were won consecutively from 1928-1956. With total 35 Olympic medals of all the Summer Games India ranks 58th in
the world with respect to the number of Olympic medals won. India is proud of sportsmen like Leander Paes, Abhinav Bindra,
Saina Nehwal, P. V. Sindhu, Neeraj Chopra and so on for their talent and spirit towards their games.

Along with Indian Olympians, Indian Paralympians have also given a reason to feel proud about. India first participated
in Summer Paralympic in the year 1968, then in 1972 and then was on hiatus till 1984. Then since 1984 India didn’t fail to
participate in Summer Paralympics.

Indian Paralympic athlete, Murlikant Petkar became the first Indian Paralympic athlete to win a gold medal (sport-swimming).
With total 31 Paralympic medals of all the Summer Games, India ranks 57th in the world with respect to the number of
Paralympic medals won.

old Kerala woman practicing as well as teaching other girls the art of Kalaripayattu with a long bamboo stick. This scene
mesmerized me but it also raised a question in my mind when | heard ‘Indian martial art’ being used. My curiosity got doubled
when | watched the whole show and did research about this style. | was amazed to know that martial arts originated in India.

| learnt the fact that there are six known Indian martial art techniques which include Kalaripayattu from Kerala, Silambattam is
originated in Tamil Nadu, Lathi Khela is performed in West Bengal, Mukna and Huyen Langlon are from Manipur and Gatka is
practised in Punjab.

Kalaripayattu,an ancient style of combat fighting,is believed to be created by Parashurama. In this kind of training, weapon
skilled techniques are taught first and barehanded techniques are taught towards the end. A significant fact about Kalaripayattu
is that it has a history of over 3,000 years and it is the oldest surviving martial art from India. Silambam or Silambattam
originating from Tamil Nadu, comes from the term ‘silambambu’ which refers to a particular type of Bamboo, hence naming
it after its weapon. We can see the mention of Silambam in the Tamil Sangam literature. It is also known as Kutti Varisai. The
Lathi Khela from West Bengal played a significant role in the revolution against the British. Pulin Behari Das was an Indian
revolutionary who trained the youth in Lathi Khela and promoted physical fitness. However, Lathi Khela is now on the verge of
extinction. Huyen Langlon from Manipur is a martial art which consists of two components - thangta (armed combat) and sarit
sarak(unarmed combat). The weaponry used is basically thang(sword) and ta(spear). Mukna, a form of traditional wrestling is
popular in Imphal, Thoubal and Bishnupur in the state of Manipur. It holds an inherent value in ceremonial functions on the last
day of the Lai Haraoba festival. Gatka is linked to the Sikhs or Hindkowans who practise this martial art form. It is also practised
with a stick and shield which is now often displayed as a dance during the Sikh festivals.

We have a variety of traditional combat forms to learn besides the popular East-Asian techniques of Karate,Tackwondo and
Kung-fu. After learning so much about Indian martial arts, | feel proud that our nation has its own combat techniques, which
though unpopular; are still being practised.

According to him, weakness breeds ignorance,
and ignorance breeds misery in life. If we do not focus on our strengths and allow our weaknesses to grow, it will lead to
ignorance and, eventually, misery. As a result, to achieve success in life, focus on your strengths and ignore your weaknesses.

He also taught us to love everyone. Swami Vivekananda advises us not to forget those who help us, not to betray those who
believe in us, and not to hate those who do not love us. Overall, we should feel good about everyone, regardless of what
they think of us.

Swami Vivekananda taught us to be spiritual and to believe in a higher power. He believes that one should have faith in God
and even in oneself. You will not succeed if you have faith in God but no faith in yourself. He teaches us to believe in ourselves
and in a higher power in order to achieve our goals. One should not rely solely on God and then expect miracles to occur.

Vivekananda’s concept of ‘potential divinity of the soul’ gives a new, ennobling concept of man. The present age is the age
of humanism which holds that man should be the chief concern and centre of all activities and thinking. But the degradation
of man has also been going on apace, as withessed by the enormous increase in broken homes, immorality, violence, crime,
etc. in modern society. Vivekananda’s concept of the potential divinity of the soul prevents this degradation, divinizes human
relationships, and makes life meaningful and worth living.

Swamiji has laid the foundation for ‘spiritual humanism’, which is manifesting itself through several neo-humanistic movements
and the current interest in meditation all over the world.

Another great contribution of Swami Vivekananda was to build a bridge between India and the Western world. He
accomplished this by translating Hindu scriptures and philosophy, as well as the Hindu way of life and institutions, into an
idiom understandable to westerners. He made westerners realise that they needed to learn a lot from Indian spirituality
in order to be happy. He demonstrated that, despite its poverty and backwardness, India had much to contribute to world
culture. In this way, he contributed to India's cultural reintegration with the rest of the world. He was India's first great cultural
envoy to the West.

Despite her innumerable linguistic, ethnic, historical and regional diversities, India has had from time immemorial a strong
sense of cultural unity. It was, however, Swami Vivekananda who revealed the true foundations of this culture and thus
clearly defined and strengthened the sense of unity as a nation.

He died on July 4, 1902, at the age of 39. He was a highly prominent figure in India. The Indian personality that never flowered.
History, as well as religion and philosophy, were mobilised in the cause of nationalism. He wanted to help the youth to choose
the right path and recognize their inner strengths through his teachings. However, we can accept that the youth of India
preserve Swami Vivekananda as their ideal since he is a great motivator for young people and his talents are essential for
everyone seeking personal development. "Life is all about determination," he claims.

Swamiji had carried the messages of non-duality, selfless love, and service to the nation, according to the conclusion.
His enthralling demeanour, brimming with the best ideals, enlighten the young brains. His teachings awake in them the
understanding of the soul's power, which is precisely they need of the hour.

The style of ancient buildings

India is known for many different aspects - its food, culture, massive population, natural landscapes, languages, classical
dance, bollywood, the birthplace of yoga, spirituality, natural beauty, friendly citizens and welcoming... the list can go on.

The history of Indian architecture is quite interesting. The first Indian buildings were first of wood, then of brick. During the
Harappan civilization, houses, monuments, the large bath, etc. were of fired bricks and mortar; some incorporated sun-dried
bricks and mud and wooden superstructures. After the Harappan civilization, there is little evidence of Indian architecture,
which most likely used wood or recycled bricks, until the time of the Maurya Empire from 322 to 185 BCE. The Dravidian
architectural styles of nagara developed in the early medieval period with the price of Hindu revival and the predominant role
of Hindu temple architecture in the Indian subcontinent.

Due to these changes in architecture over the years due to different influences, India has varied architecture from north to
south and east to west. The architectural styles of the temple are identified by the tower style (Shikara) .Nagara style of North
India and Dravidian style of South India are the two main styles of Indian temple architecture. A mixture of these two styles
is known as the vesara style. The bhoomija style seen in Madhya Pradesh and Maharashtra is very similar to the nagara style
from a structural point of view.

In medieval times, under the patronage of the Muslim sultanates, many styles of architecture, such as Persian, Central Asian,
Arabic, and pre-Islamic Indian styles were mixed to create the Islamic architecture of India. Many beautiful buildings were
created; the qutub minar in Mehrauli near Delhi, the Taj Mahal in Agra, the gol gumbaz in Bijapur in Karnataka, world famous
examples of Islamic architecture from India.

The TajMahal is considered the supreme example of the beauty of Islamic architecture in India, and is also declared a World
Heritage Site by UNESCO.

Because of these monuments, buildings and the history it holds in each of its particles, Indian architecture has fascinated
Western travelers for centuries.
